existing sister school or sister city links, though this would need to be
broader than simply enhancing one existing link

Recipients might be required to share their findings with teacherggthro
for example, presenting at a conference, reporting on a relevant website,
conducting a workshop etc.

Eligibility
Applicants must be New Zealand citizens or permanent residents.
Applicants may be practising teachers of Japanese language or @apanes
Studies OR non-teachers who are in a position of contact with the Japanese
teaching community.

Application procedure

Using the attached application form, applicants must submit clear aniedletai
proposals outlining the objectives of their visit to Japan. They museajsain
how they intend to feed back their findings to teachers in New Zealand.

Within one month of their return to New Zealand, all successful applicélhtsew
required to submit a detailed report on their expenditure to the Sasklaveage-
ment Committee.

Applications may be submitted at any time during the year, but must be received
at least three months prior to the proposed travel. Names and addfessges o
